When configuring your cutter drum for removal, one of the most important
guestions to ask is: "Which cutter type do | use, carbide or steel?"

Carbide will produce a smoother surface finish if set up properly, and Carbide
also lasts longer.

CUTTER SET-UP

TIP: Load cutters without spacers for a smooth finish.

Offset or align carbide-spiked cutters for grooving, surface leveling, or removing.
And ALWAYS load the special milling cutters in the same direction, with the
carbide edge cutting first, and spaced with at least one spacer. There should be
1/8”-1/4" play on each section of cutters shaft.

MACHINE START-UP

Do not start machine while drum is in contact with the ground. This can cause the
operator to lose control of the machine, resulting in property damage or personal
injury.

NOTE: Do not attempt to raise or lower the cam lever by force. If it does not
move effortlessly, raise or lower the hand wheel until the cam lever can be
adjusted.

Please refer to the engine manual for starting procedure.

Push Button Kill:
In the event of a malfunction or an accident (such as the machine operator falling
or losing footing), the KR6 is equipped with a push button “Engine Kill".

Warning:
Tilting the machine at any time with flood the spark plug with oil and may cause
damage to your engine.

THEORY OF SCARIFYING
The purpose of scarifying is to make scratches, superficial incisions or roughen a
surface. There are a number of ways in which a concrete surface can be
roughened, the advantage of a scarifying machine, is that it allows the user to
control the amount of material removed over a large area.
A scarifier can be used to clean, level, roughen, groove, slot, or prepare a
concrete surface for coating. The scarifier is able to perform each of these
operations by using different types of cutting discs that are setup in different
configurations on a cutting drum.
By varying the type of cutting disc and configuration of the cutting drum, a user
can:
* Clean a surface of oil, grease, or paint prior to applying a coating or sealer
* Level high spots or misaligned joints
* Remove carpet or tile adhesives as well as paint
* Roughen or create non-slip surfaces
* Slot concrete surfaces for overlays
* Cut safety grooves to minimize slippage
Scarifier cutting discs are either carbide tipped or steel, and are star-shaped in
design. Cutting discs may have five or more “points,” and the ends may be
round, pointed or blunt depending on application.
Cutting discs designed with carbide inserts tend to be the most commonly used
due to their extended life. As the disc is used, more of the carbide insert is
exposed until the disc is worn below the bottom of the insert.
Once worn below the insert, the disc must be replaced.

SUBSTRATE REMOVAL

Adjust the height of the cutter drum with the Hand Wheel. (Turn the hand wheel
to raise the cutter drum off of the substrate. Lower or raise the cam lever to
engage or disengage the drum after setting the proper cutter depth.)

Set the depth of cut to allow the cutters to go through only the materials to be
removed. Make certain that the drum is positioned to where only the cutters
strike the surface, and that the drum assembly never comes into contact with the
substrate. The cutter tips alone should strike the surface (1/6” to %~
maximum depth per removal pass on new cutters).

The drum will not withstand substrate contact. Contacting the removal surface
too deeply will cause premature wear to cutters, shafts, drum and other
components!

Too much downward pressure only has negative results. Try to remove materials
in several passes rather than one, deep pass. Several tests will show the best,
most appropriate cutter impact. Use a forward, backward, and/or circular pattern
to achieve your desired finish.

TIP: Positioning the machine over the surface in many directions, as well as
dialing the hand wheel up or down can help create desirable surface patterns.
After several hours of practice, the operator will become comfortable and should
be able to remove materials faster with enhanced results.

When the job is completed, or the operator wants to cease work, stop the engine
by first lifting the drum above the substrate using the hand-wheel. Stop the
machine only at the engine. Then close the fuel cock to shut off the fuel supply.

The drum assembly must be removed daily and inspected for drum wear, hole
elongation and possible weld separation. Replace the cutter shafts and drum
bushings every 40 hours, or prior to any drum wear. If the drum's center holes
are elongated, replace only with a Kut-Rite Manufacturing Inc. cutter drum.

Shaft breakage, drums wearing
out.

Excess vibration or bouncing.

Premature belt wear.

Uneven cutting.

Too much downward pressure
applied, material buildup, cutters not
flailing properly.

Too much downward pressure.
Improper setup, shafts not replaced
frequently enough.

Worn bearings, drive shaft wear, and
hole on drum worn excessively, worn
out guide wheel.

Misaligned pulley.

Too much downward pressure,
cutters not flailing properly.
